ÅAdmin/Coordination:  5% maximum allowed for grant 
management and reporting of Clean Water Fund grants.

ÅProject Development:  Generally, LGU work before 
financial assistance contracts with landowner are in 
place.

ÅTechnical and Engineering (TE):  Detail on who is 
providing technical services, staff qualifications and 
standards being used. Generally, LGU work done after 
financial assistance contracts are in place.
